A quorum being present, Chairman Mike Cooper called the meeting to order at 2:05 PM.

Purser Georgevitch reported $21,928.53 on hand this day.  55 current members have paid 2005 dues.  

We were presented with an application and a $500 check from Dean Lewis.  Motion to accept Dean Lewis into the club approved by consensus.
